	Purpose of the Role:
The role is part of the Finance Controllership team of the Tara Group. The role will report into the Technical and Tara Group Accounting Controller, and it will be responsible for supporting the Tara and Technical Group Accounting Controller in preparing management and external reporting for the Tara Group on a monthly, quarterly and annual basis as required, by applying investment entity accounting, preparing valuations and recording corporate/ fund transaction activity.  The role will also be responsible for supporting the fund finance activities of the Tara Group in Kyron Capital Partners (UK) Limited and associated investment funds. 


	Job Description:

	The role will be responsible for:
1. Preparing monthly, quarterly and annual reporting in meeting internal and external reporting requirements.
2. Maintaining the books and records of Tara Topco Limited, Ardonagh Holdco Limited, Tara Advisers Limited, Kyron Capital Partners (UK) Limited and Ardonagh New Midco 1 Limited in Microsoft D365, including:
· Preparing journals (including fair value adjustments, payroll, corporate costs & recharges, legal and other adviser fees, and employee benefit trusts);
· Submitting general ledger postings;
· Completing bank and intercompany reconciliations;
· Preparing account reconciliations and collating supporting data as required;
· Updating the lease accounting system for leases held by the Tara Group; and
· Preparing statutory accounts.
3. Preparing valuations, based on standard valuation models, to support investment entity accounting for insurance, non-insurance and venture capital equity investments and loan/ convertible loan investments.
4. Supporting the Technical and Tara Group Accounting Controller to design and implement new accounting processes as required due to new bank accounts and other activities. 
5. Supporting the Tara Group to set up and manage Kyron Capital Partners (UK) Limited and associated investment funds including:
· Liaison with fund managers and administrators to structure and set up funds;
· Managing know your customer requests and regulatory compliance;
· Supporting fund operations including net asset valuation reporting and drawing fees; and
· Set up of bank accounts as required, monitoring transactions, and completion of bank reconciliations.
6. Assisting with ad-hoc tasks which may include:
· Validating the posting of past transactions to form the new Group;
· Acquisition/ disposal accounting;
· Preparation of annual financial statements and disclosures; and
· Supporting the forecasting process.
Ardonagh is a large (circa 12,000 employees and growing), acquisitive and highly complex private-equity backed group.  Tara Topco Limited is an investment entity that was created to hold Ardonagh and other insurance and venture capital investments as part of an ongoing expansion and diversification strategy.
The new activities within the Tara Group will require new processes to be designed and implemented to deliver a robust control environment.   
This role involves regular interactions with the business, and thus will suit an individual that is organised and a good communicator. 
Strong Excel skills and an attention to detail will be required to prepare valuations and maintain the accounting records for the Tara Group.  Given that the activities of the Tara Group are new and developing, the candidate will need to be proactive, show initiative, have an enquiring mind, and demonstrate resourcefulness to be successful in the role. 
Ardonagh Group functions are home-based, but with some travel to London (expected to be approximately once per month).
